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Description
The primary purpose of the Asset Map is to provide an information resource on employability in the English-speaking communities of Quebec. This is intended to complement the on-going work of the LEAP project to provide solutions for agencies and organizations seeking to help individuals develop the attitude, skills, and community support systems to pursue lifelong learning. As an ‘asset map’, this report identifies and cross-references employability and entrepreneurial development within Quebec’s English-speaking Communities.

The first part of this report provides English-speaking individuals, professionals, and their communities with a portrait of resources dedicated towards supporting employability and fostering an entrepreneurial culture. This has been prepared as a listing and summary description of organizations, institutions, agencies and government departments which offer services and provide programs in the areas of support for employability and developing an entrepreneurial culture, both of which are essential components for individual and community development.

The second part of this report provides an essential body of information to support those who work in these organizations, institutions, and agencies – a statistical portrait of ‘Where Anglos Work’ in Quebec, and what levels of education Anglos have achieved. This has been compiled from the 2006 Census
 and is broken down by province and region, as well as comparing the relative situations of the French-speaking majority and English-speaking minority; some highlight points are compared to a similar analysis that was carried out in 2004, based on the 2001 Census.

The combined information in the two sections thereby provides an asset map for employability and entrepreneurial development for the English-speaking communities of Quebec. The report is intended as a vehicle for knowledge sharing and exchange, as well as the starting point for collaboration activities that will respond to service gaps and/or avoid duplication.
